Michael S. Feldman, M.D., FACC, founder and chairman of GEF as well as a practicing cardiologist and
professor of medicine, said, “Medicine is changing so rapidly it is difficult to keep up with current best
practices. We want PAs, wherever they are stationed, to have access to the latest clinical information
available. It is why GEF has joined with these two prestigious professional organizations to bring to
PAs the CMElectures.org/pamilitary library.”

Mary Ettari. “I'm proud that AAPA, in conjunction with the Foundation and GEF, can provide them
with the latest medical information so they can provide the best medical care for our soldiers and
sailors."

The lectures are presented in the traditional Grand Rounds format and can be accessed as often as PAs
would like. At the end of each lecture is an on-line post-test. When answered correctly, a Certificate of
Participation is awarded, which will assist PAs in maintaining their required certification.
